Georgia GOAL Scholarship Program

Did you know that Pinecrest Academy gave out 26 scholarships averaging $6,100 from 2008 GOAL proceeds for the 2009-2010 school year?  Existing students who display need are given tuition assistance (to the extent possible).  The school does not have any mechanism for recovering this “discount”.  With GOAL, all kindergartners and now Pre K-4 students, as well as new students transferring from a Georgia Public School that display need, are eligible to receive funds from GOAL (if funds are available).  The school will receive tuition from the family based on the family’s ability to pay and the balance of their tuition will be paid by GOAL.  The school receives 100% of tuition for GOAL recipients!  Anyone who pays Georgia income tax can re-direct their tax payments to scholarships to fund Catholic education for students from low to middle income families.
