A two year Confirmation Preparation course is offered for students entering ninth grade. Preparation for the Sacrament of Reconciliation and First Holy Communion begins in First Grade and concludes in the second grade.

Modern textbooks which conform to the Catechism of the Catholic Church, are  used for kindergarten through grade ten.

SACRAMENTAL PREPARATION

Reconciliation and First Communion

Preparation for Reconciliation and First Communion occurs in the second grade.  As mandated by the Archbishop of Atlanta, in order to enter the preparation class, students enrolled in the program are required to have completed the first grade curriculum in religious education. This can be accomplished through a parish program, Catholic School, or approved home school study. Students in the class will spend the first half of their second grade year preparing to receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation. First Communion is celebrated in the spring. Proof of baptism, in the form of baptismal certificate, is required of each student, at registration.

Confirmation

The Confirmation Preparation program begins in the ninth grade, or upon completion of the seventh and eighth grade levels of instruction. The 9th grade year, or first year of preparation includes community building, service commit- ment, formal classroom instructions and opportunity for spiritual retreats. Students will be required to participate in parish youth activities. The second year will consist of faith formation and review. These will be formal classes meeting on select Tuesdays from 7:00 - 8:30 PM. Students are expected to participate in spiritual retreats and in youth activities.
Children’s Catechumenate

Modeled after the adult O.C.I.A. program, this program is for students who have either not been baptized or have not received any religious instruction and are nine years of age or older. Students will be instructed and prepared through the school year so that they are eligible to come into full communion with the Catholic Church at Easter. At the Easter Vigil, these students will receive the sacraments of initiation – Baptism (if not already baptized), Confirmation, and First Communion.

The O.C.I.C. classes will meet on Wednesdays from 5:30 – 6:30 PM; while the O.C.I.A. classes will meet on Sundays from 8:30–9:40 AM.

Note: If any of your children were baptized outside of this parish, and you have not already supplied us with a copy of each child’s baptismal record, you will need to provide a copy for our files, at registration.
